* Dump only on level ground. On slopes, dump
downbhill rather than up—the box doesn’t have
to be raised as high.

List tipover hazards on site

* Take extra care when dumping sticky material
like clay and asphalt. It may stick to one side of
the raised box and not to the other. Or it may

stick in the upper portion, creating a top-heavy
load. Either condition can lead to uneven
weight, imbalance, and tipover.

* Don’t leave a load in the truck overnight. It will
stick to the box, especially in freezing
temperatures.

* Keep your truck in good condition. Stability can

Inspect boxes on one or two dump trucks. Check
that latch works properly. Point out any defects or
damage.

* At the loading point, make sure that the load is
distributed evenly in the box. Don’t overload.

* Remember that long boxes tip more easily than
short boxes.

* Always make sure that trailer and tractor are
aligned before dumping.

* Avoid dumping in high winds.
